The train makes 
the journey in an hour and a half, and the bus in two.

Tours on request
You can book a guided tour on wheels 
or on foot, for yourself or a group at 
any time of year. You can see the city in 
comfort through the window of a bus or 
taxi, or in summer from a street train or 
boat. When it’s warm, walking is a good 
way to investigate a theme or district 
more closely.

The basic tour, Tampere in a Nutshell, 
is the best choice for first-time visitors 
to the city: after a comprehensive intro-
duction, further exploration is easy.

There are also dozens of theme tours 
to choose from for a closer look at 
the city’s history, culture, buildings, 
industry and schools.

The city has a particularly rich industrial 
tradition. From the Cotton Mill to the 
Palace illustrates the history of the 
textile industry and Rags to Riches, 
Woods to Wealth the development of the 
wood processing industry. Woven from 
Water – Tampella Area sheds light on 
the history of hydroelectric power and 
mechanical engineering.

In the Footsteps of the Tsars tells of the 
era when the Grand Duchy of Finland 
was part of the imperial Russian Empire. 
Red Tampere portrays the city as the 
core of the Finnish workers’ movement. 
Memories of the Wars returns to the 
city’s past as a scene of conflict.

Art Nouveau in Tampere presents the 
city’s most important movement and 
In the Footsteps of Reima and Raili 
Pietilä the life-work of Tampere’s ‘court 
architect couple’. Insights into the city’s 
places of worship – Lutheran, catholic, 
orthodox and Islamic – are provided in 
the Tour of Churches.

Walking tours in the Pispala and Pyynik-
ki ridges or the Tampere Arboretum are 
good choices for friends of nature. 

Summer tour
In summer, from 13 June to 31 August, 
a sightseeing bus leaves from in front of 
the tourist information office daily at 2 
p.m. with the exception of Midsummer 
20-21 June. The 90-minute tour is a 
comfy and convenient way to see the 
best of Tampere, the most beautiful lake 
and ridge scenery, the most impressive 
architecture and the main sights.

Jansson’s original Moomin illustrations 
are an essential part of the museum’s ambiance, and the three-dimensional tab-
leaux built by Tuulikki Pietilä enhance the mental picture conjured by the events 
in the Moomin stories. The gem of the collection is a blue five-storey Moomin 
House that is as exceptional as its residents — and its builders, Tuulikki Pietilä, 
Pentti Eistola and Tove Jansson.

The permanent exhibition has been renewed to celebrate Moominvalley’s 20th 
anniversary year in 2007. The entirely new thematic exhibition ‘Marvels of Nature 
in Moominvalley – Nature illustrations by Tove Jansson’ will be on display until 
30.4.2009.
