To graduate, students must complete at least 150 credits, of
which 20 credits must be completed through national
optional studies. A single study unit typically carries 2
credits. Generally, during the first year of studies, students
mainly complete compulsory studies. In the second year,
they then take optional study units, especially in the
subjects they plan to take in the matriculation examination.
The matriculation examination is based on the contents of
both compulsory and national optional studies.

All candidates must take the exam in
mother tongue and literature (or Finnish as a second
language and literature). You may choose four additional
exams from at least three different groups, which include:

¢ the exam in the second national language

+ aforeign language exam

* the mathematics exam

e an exam in a humanities and natural sciences subject.

The examination must include at least one exam at the
advanced level. The first matriculation examinations in skills
and arts subjects will be held in autumn 2029 in visual arts,
physical education, and music. A candidate may choose a
skills or arts subject exam as one of the five exams required
for the examination.
